There is a lot going on nationally with National and these are some of the issues presented.

46th Anniversary of Roe v. Wade

Monday marked the 46th anniversary of landmark Supreme Court case Roe v. Wade. By striking down a Texas law, the deci-
sion made clear that women have a constitutional right to obtain an abortion. Access to safe and legal reproductive
healthcare, including abortion, is paramount in ensuring every woman'’s economic security and autonomy. Many states contin-
ue to introduce and pass legislation that limits access to reproductive healthcare, including four states that would automatically
outlaw abortion if Roe v. Wade were overturned. These challenges to Roe v. Wade have implications for those seeking care in
the states where they are passed, and they set up the real possibility that the Supreme Court could hear a case on this issue
in the near future. Commemorating the anniversary on Monday, New York passed the Reproductive Health Act, joining sever-
al states that have provisions in place to safeguard abortion rights if Roe v. Wade were to be overturned.

My personal note: prior to Roe v. Wade the leading cause of death in young women was illegal abortions. | am aware that this
is a divisive issue, but | think it is important to remember what it was like prior to Roe v. Wade.

February is National African American History Month, an important time to commemorate the countless contribu-
tions African Americans have made to American life throughout our nation’s history, while often enduring unimagi-
nable racial injustice and discrimination. AAUW'’s research shows that women of color experience intersecting and
compounding forms of race and gender discrimination that contribute to their economic inequality.

It is fitting then that this week, we participated in activities supporting the Paycheck Fairness Act and the Raise the
Wage Act, both of which, if passed, would have major impacts on the economic security of African American wom-
en. With African American women working full-time and year-round only making, on average, 61 cents for every
dollar a while man makes, closing the wage gap would make a huge impact on their yearly incomes. Similar-

ly, recent estimates from the Economic Policy Institute found that black women would benéefit significantly from
raising the minimum wage and eliminating the tipped minimum wage because they are overly represented in low
paid work. The Raise the Wage Act would increase the federal minimum wage to $15 by 2024, giving more than
31 percent of all working women a raise, including 41 percent of black working women. | was honored to speak at
the rally on Capitol Hill this week, connecting these vital pieces of a gender- and race-focused economic security
agenda.

For every one of our issues, be it pay equity, harassment or student debt, we cannot fully advance gender equity
unless we address all the intersecting forms of discrimination that women face. To me, celebrating National African
American History Month means more than a commemoration — it means actively ensuring that, at every step, we
are working to achieve equity for all women, this month and every month.

Published February 1, 2019:

What a week it's been! Lilly Ledbetter joined us on Capitol Hill to celebrate the 10th anniversary of the Lilly Ledbetter Fair Pay
Act, as well as the introduction of the Paycheck Fairness Act. AAUW’s advocacy the last few weeks and months (and years)
ensured that this bill was a top priority for the House of Representatives, earning it a coveted spot in the first ten bills intro-
duced. We spent several days accompanying Lilly to a variety of lobby visits with members of Congress, allowing them to hear
directly from Lilly why the Paycheck Fairness Act is so important.

In January, after our newsletter went out this was received:

This month we are celebrating two major accomplishments. First, the historic number of women joining the 116th
Congress, many of whom — along with their male colleagues — ran and won on issues central to the economic
well-being of families. This week we sent them AAUW’s federal legislative priorities for the 116™ Congress and will
be working with them to advance these critical goals.

Second, on January 29, 2019, we will commemorate the tenth anniversary of the enactment of the Lilly Ledbetter
Fair Pay Act. That vital law restored the longstanding position that ongoing pay discrimination at work can be chal-
lenged regardless of when the discrimination began. But that law, critical as it is, is only one step on the path to
ensuring women receive equal pay for equal work. New tools are needed to help close the pay gap. This week, |
presented to the Democratic Women’s Working Group, the caucus of all of the Democratic women House mem-
bers, on why the Paycheck Fairness Act is the next step in ensuring equal pay. The AAUW Action Fund Capitol
Hill Lobby Corps amplified this message by visiting House Republicans and Democrats, more than 200 offices,
over the last two weeks.

The Paycheck Fairness Act will be reintroduced very soon and we need your help in getting even more members
of Congress to support it. We are educating new legislators on the importance of the Paycheck Fairness Act, and
reminding everyone that Americans at the local, state, and federal level, regardless of party, are demanding eco-
nomic security for women and families.

From our State leaders, a subject that is important for our chapter.
The mission of your California State Board is to facilitate California branches in meeting the vision and mission of
AAUW by providing programs, education, and resources. Toward that end, board members have been making

volunteer organization
* Develop and attract new leaders
» Develop a framework for sustaining and supporting existing leaders, including how to prevent burn-out
